The working party at the hut was quite successful. Thank you to all that could spare time from all their 
other endeavours and help out. The grounds have been cleaned up with the fallen trees removed and 
the grass cut down to a useable height. A new post added to the fence and wires restrung. Security 
screens have been placed over all windows instead of replacing the glass. Most of the wood holding 
the glass in place was broken so replacing would prove difficult without the windows being rebuilt. At 
this stage it is not planned to replace the glass. With the windows once again covered by at least a 
close meshed wire gauze and the odour from the dead goanna has virtually dissipated the hut is once 
again useable.  
 
There are however a few additional maintenance issues that need to be attended to improve the 
amenity of the building. Plans are being put in place to add additional security grills to the windows 
and also replace the roof as it is getting very rusty and leaks a little. To help we are putting a call out to 
any benefactors who might be able to help out with some roofing iron. What is needed is 18 sheets 
3.9m in length of standard corrugated sheeting. It does not matter what colour as long as it is the same 
profile. Let me know if you can help out.

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Chris, Greg and I were the only ones who finally managed to stay with their initial intent and 
participate in the paddle about Myall lakes. Although there were quite a few others who said they were 
going, for some reason or other people dropped out for other activities leaving only the three of us to 
start out Saturday morning form Neranie. There was still the promise of Geoff M and Andrew turning 
up on Sunday, the morning after the night before party. 
The plan this trip was to try a reverse of what was attempted the year before so while the weather was 
calm we headed off across the middle of the lake to a point on the western side for a first leg stretch. It 
was then around the point, through the black swans to the first in a series of island hoppings. What 
from a distance looked like impenetrable bush all around the island proved to be the tree canopy that 
came almost down to the waterline. It was easy to duck in underneath to discover a wonderful 
rainforest complete with moss covered rocks, stinging trees, vines,epiphytes and ferns. It was a stark 
contrast to every other shoreline about the lake. 
As we continued down across the lake, from island to island, towards Violet Hill it looked like the 
heavens might open up and deluge upon us if the dark clouds continued their march east. There were 
some pessimistic thoughts of a damp camp that night but I assured the others that the weather would 
be perfect and to concentrate on only the blue skies to the east and not look at the dark storm clouds to 
the west. It was almost if a line had been drawn 
over our heads. One side was blue sky and the 
other black clouds. There was even rain falling 
over on the western shores of the lake. 
Rather than camp at the crowded Violet hill camp 
ground we headed south onto the other shore to 
another camp ground just a few kilometres away. 
The decision proved perfect as the grounds were 
only accessible by boat and there was one vacant 
set way from most other campers. We had 
relaxing afternoon, pleasant evening watching the 
sun set across the water and a quiet bush setting, 
after the boating enthusiast finally stopped, as a 
conclusion to first of what was to be three perfect 
days. 
Sunday dawned with the promise of Geoff M phoning (yes there was mobile coverage) to say they 
were at Violet Hill and ready to join up with us. As it wasn’ t all that far to the next camp site we 
decided to head up to Booloombayat creek around one side of an island and come back to Violet hill 
on the other side. It was quite a contrast in the creek as the water coming down had a lot of fresh in it 
so it was colder than the balmy waters of the lake. After travelling across the wide open expanse of the 
lake it was quite a different experience passing through the close confines of the creek with the 
bottlebrush in flower spreading a sweet honey fragrance across the water. Water lilies in flower added 
a surprising contrast to the densely vegetated banks. 
By lunch time there was still no contact from 
Geoff M so we headed back to Violet Hill and 
tried to contact him. At last contact. Yes he 
and Andrew had made it and were ahead off us 
and already settled in to the next camp spot. It 
was just a matter of heading back up the lake 
and meeting up. Easier said than done for by 
now the north easterly wind was blowing in 
earnest and we had to head straight into it. The 
narrow passage up from Violet Hill wasn’ t too 
bad as a current seemed be pushing up into the 
top lake and carried us along very nicely. We 
did manage to get against the lee shore for a 
little bit of the way. The last stretch after 
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rounding the final headland found us confronted with the full force of the north easterly wind and a 
very rough lake surface. The easiest option was to put the head down and head straight into it across 
the lake to our destination. As it turned out this was the wisest choice as it did not prove difficult and 
we were soon once again in the shelter of the shore and calm waters. Luck was with us again as 
campers were packing up and heading home leaving one of the best camp spots vacant. Glasses were 
filled with celebratory drinks for Australia Day and after a few of these Greg & Geoff M told ‘boy 
jokes’  to entertain us all as we sat on a wonderful tree trunk on the shoreline enjoying a spectacular 
very colourful sunset across the lake. Bliss! 
Monday, the day once again dawned bright and sunny. After a leisurely start we headed off along the 
foreshore northward towards our final destination. Geoff M and Andrew tagged along until we 
reached the first headland from which we had to swing eastward whereas they were heading out across 
the lake westward towards the islands to get a look in on the rainforest. Their plan was to head back 
via the islands to Violet hill and perhaps a bit beyond before heading home. Chris Greg and I headed 
into the breeze towards an old limestone mine and cave. The name “A Legge”  still viewable in the 
rock face, carved in 1939. From hear it was around the last headland and across the end of the lake to 
the eastern shore in what we thought was going 
to be a trip out of the north easterly wind which 
usually blew with considerable strength by this 
time of the day. The breeze however dropped 
and the lake was like glass as we glided across 
the surface in the heat. Just before we reached 
the shoreline and a sandy beach a breeze did 
spring up but from the south. Greg was almost 
beside himself as perhaps he could have a 
tailwind back to Neranie and try out his sail. So 
after a bit of a snack Greg proudly displayed is 
sail and headed across the lake powered by the 
wind. Chris and I gave him a 15 minute head 
start and followed along foreshore to see what 
the east side of the lake had to offer. The wind 
apparently wasn’ t powerful enough to propel Greg at great speed for we managed to catch up and by 
the time we go to the top end of the lake the waves were almost big enough to give a bit of a surfing 
push with very little paddling effort. Greg however was still quite pleased with the result and was 
already planning the modifications. 
Overall a positively great weekend.
